Sunday, April 10, 1966: Dear Diary - Wow! Some Easter. We got up at 3:00 a.m. to get dressed. At 4:00 we
left for Mt. Davidson. When we were climbing up the paths it was all muddy from last night's rain and we all got
our new shoes muddy. The sunrise service was real nice. After breakfast we left again. We went to Belmont, tak-
ing Auntie Helen with us and there met the Riveras and Mamd Otilia. We then went to San Jose. Daniel and Emily
Hernandez were being baptized today, so we celebrated Easter with the Hernandez family.

Tuesday, May 10, 1966: Dear Diary - We got our report cards today. This is what I got: P.E., B Algebra, B+
Social Studlies, C+ Science, C+; Band, A-; English, A

Thursday, June 9, 1966: Dear Diary - Guess what? Did I ever tell you what my future ambition is? ...I always
wanted to write books. If that doesn’t work out, I could always try something else like working in a publishing
firm. I'd like that. I'm going to start another story this summer. I just feel like writing!

At This Time in Our Family History

April 3, 1875—Pedro José Rivera Maldonado was born. He was a brother of our family
patriarch, “Papa Flor.” Pedro only (ived for 15 months, though, dying on July 10, 1876.
April 9, 1912—Auntie Marie, baptized as Maria Perfecta, was born in Barrio Santo Do-
mingo of Periuelas, Puerto Rico. She was one of Papa Flor’s daughters and the matriarch
of the Nicholson clan.

April 13, 1839—Maria Inés Vilda married Mavcelino de la Cruz. Her father, Pedro Vild,
was born in Cataluiia, Esparia. They were the grandparents of Papa Flov’s wife, Ana Cruz
Garcia.

April 22, 1946—O0scar Cruz Garcia of Pefiuelas, Puerto Rico, married Ana Mavia Lopez
Maldonado of Adjuntas, Puerto Rico. They were married in San ‘Francisco, CA, and were
the parents of Olga, Ruben and Norma.

April 22, 1986— Florvencio Rivera (“Guar”) died in Ponce, Puerto Rico.

April 23, 1995—0scar Cruz Garcia died of emphysema in Ponce, Puerto Rico. He was 84.
May 5, 1909—Mdximo Cruz, father-in-law of Papa Flov, married his second wife, Genara
Maldonado. He was widowed from his first wife, Maria Engracia Garcia.

May 22, 1914—Flena Sevilla was born. She was Tio Guar’s wife, and the mother of René,
Roberto, Raul, Milagros, Lilliam, Reinaldo, Luz, Heriberto and Edwin.
